Choreo for MacNamara’s Band (correct as of April 3, 2007)
Pitch – “Oh” - unison 

Oh what a Day, a great, great day, St. Patrick’s day

Re-set on ‘Oh’, fisted cross wrists at chest on first ‘great’, uncross at 2nd ‘great’ and on 2nd ‘day’ open fists as you turn diphthong,  on final ‘day’ split chorus back x back reach fwd with inside hd palm up waist high and outside hand up behind shoulder, palm forward – then GROW (front hand grow fwd, back hand up)
It’s a great day for the Irish – It’s a great day for fair

Judy assigned pose one on first ‘great   - Assigned pose two on second ‘great’
The sidewalks of New York are thick with blarney

Hands spread as if on a lower table, knees bent and legs spread for balance, slow sweep left to right, head and chest up.
For sure you’d think New York was old Kilarney
Premove on ‘for’, Reset on ‘sure’, on  Kilarney – 1  on ‘lar’– rt  wrist flips up and out(palm down), 2 on ‘nee’ hand flips into chest, 3 on ‘ee’  flop wrist over palm up  (3 moves =   figure eight) 
It’s a great day for the shamrock, for the flags in full array, full array
Reset on ‘great’ –split chorus move – Lt half chorus on ‘flags’ rt elbow bends, arm snapped strongly across chest at shoulder, Rt half chorus does same move on ‘full’.   On second ‘full array’ - all shine wave left to right (windshield wiper-like)
We’re feelin so inspirish, because for all the Irish

CP on ‘feelin’, 2nd phrase on “Irish” your personal interactive move - street scene

It’s a great great day

Reset and emote

Oh m’name is Macnamara I’m the leader of the band

“Oh” -March on right risers heel march only , arms swing from elbow across waist looking “down the tiles” – stop marching on band  
Although we’re few in number, we’re the finest in the land 

 split chorus –Start the move on ‘Although’ and  plant on ‘number’  two hands move  to centre (in) bent at elbows, palms up .   Second phrase, start move on ‘we’re’ (turning to outside) and plant on ‘land’ facing out, outside hand flat & spread above shoulder highland dancer style, inside arm bent at elbow,  hand palm up.  
We play at wakes and weddins 
On ‘play’ right hand out, albow bent, palm up.  On ‘weddins’, same thing, left hand

And at every fancy ball

At waist, Rt hand 2 circle (waft aroma to yourself) motion on ‘every’ and ‘fancy’.  On ‘ball’ hand stops palm up.
Left hand fisted at waist

And when we play at funerals, we play the march from Saul

Reset, Hands fingers clasped waist high (opera singer), at ‘play’ we bring arms down gradually with palms towards body – elbows slightly out
The drums go bang and the symbols clang and the harns they blare away

Assigned moves on ‘ bang’, ‘clang’ and ‘blare away’ (imitating bass drums, cymbols and trumpets) Clang and blare moves turn to outside at 10 and 2 o’clock.
McCarty pumps the old bassoon while I the pipes do play

On “poomps” do a duck flap elbows bent, to sides, and while doing this rise on toes a bit and turn down the tiles.  On “I” both hands go to chest (as if touching the palms and fingers to chest), wrists bent.  On ‘play’ hands go twd audience palms up and forwards.
Hennessey Tennessey tootles the flute and the music is something grand
By rows, flute playing motion -  floor & row 1 on ‘Hennessey’, row 2 on ‘Tootles’, row 3 on ‘music’ .  On ‘grand’ row 4 raise hands in a “I give up motion’ but with hands facing in? (4th row move to be clarified)
A credit to old Ireland is MacNamara’sband

On ‘Mac’ fist moves to left shoulder, on ‘mare’ fist plants to rt shoulder (elbow down), on ‘band’ arm/fist extends straight up (keep fist until its’)
It’s a great day for the shamrock for the flags in full array (full array) 
On ‘It’s” fist opens and straight arm goes up and forward out and down to side.  starting at ‘flags’ repeat movement from earlier (see line 5 previous page)
Our hearts are all on fireish, with pride because we’re Irish

On ‘hearts” one hd palm to heart (no touching), on ‘pride’ both elbows bent and in, thumbs up and point at yourself
It’s a great, great day

                               MacNamara’s band is here to play

CP on first ‘great’, On ‘Mac” rt  march(heels only) and elbow swing across body at waist – stop marching on ‘play’

Join the parade it’s Saint Patrick’s Day, what a day, a great great day

Front row performs, risers just emote.

On first ‘great’ elbow bent wrists cross (same as intro) on 2nd ‘great”, fists come to shoulders, on ‘day there is a stretch/expand strong movement.  On final ‘day’ there is a split chorus move (like the intro) only this time we are belly to belly   There is a strong stretch move. Outside Hand grow out front, back hand grows up – eyes down the tiles.  Grow/stretch with the sound until Ruth’s cutoff.
These choreo notes are for your personal choreo “mirror” practice only.  Do not bring choreo notes to the risers.  Choreography is subject to change at the direction of Judy Ketchen and Ruth Carmichael as they see fit, when they see fit.
