WHAT IF

Question:
WHAT IF I FEEL FAINT?

Answer:
Sit down on the risers, put your heard between your knees. One of the members next to you will check and see that you are alright. When you feel okay, get back up again with a smile on your face.

Question:
WHAT IF I START CHOKING?

Answer:
Sit down on the risers, try to breathe deeply, don’t panic. When you feel okay get back up again with a smile on your face.

Question:
WHAT IF THE PITCH PIPE DROPS TO THE FLOOR?

Answer:
Don’t panic and for heavens sake don’t ALL look for it. That’s why we have three pitch pipe blowers. The pitch pipe blower will determine at the end of the song whether she can retrieve it, if not OH WELL!


Question:
WHAT IF I MISS A MOVE?

Answer:
Keep smiling and just go on to the next one. Please try not to do a move LATE, it will be noticed. A missed move is not noticed.

Question:
WHAT IF MY MOUTH FILLS WITH SALIVA?

Answer:
Keep mouthing the words and attempt to swallow it. If this is not possible, keep singing and let it drool down your chin – seriously, the judges will not notice.

Question:
WHAT IF MY LIPS STICK TO MY TEETH ‘COS MY MOUTH IS TOO DRY?

Answer:
Leave them there, only you know what has happened. They will come unstuck as you sing more. You can try Vaseline on the teeth, do this at home prior to contest, it tastes awful and contest should not be the FIRST TIME YOU TRY THIS!

Question:
WHAT IF I CAN’T SEE THE DIRECTOR DURING A SONG?

Answer:
Don’t panic, keep singing. The Director will be aware that she can’t see you and adjust accordingly, she has more room out front than you do on the risers. The choreography keeps us moving so you might just get your window back.

Question:
WHAT IF THE WRONG PITCH IS BLOWN?

Answer:
Been there done that! The Director will hear it and stop the pitch and ask for the pitch again. Keep smiling throughout.

Question:
WHAT IF THERE IS A COMMOTION IN THE AUDIENCE?

Answer:
Keep singing and stay focused. If truly focused you will not be aware that something is wrong in the audience.

Question:
WHAT IF THE FIRE ALARM GOES OFF WHILE WE ARE PERFORMING?

Answer:
Keep singing until one of the Judges or the Panel Chair says to stop.

ALWAYS keep your eyes on the DIRECTOR…. do not look around to the audience even for a split second (unless choreod to do so)…. the flash of your eyes is an instant distraction!
